The Book of Strengths

Your first resource in solving problems lies in your strengths, the skills that you
already have sharpened until they are ready to work for you. That's why we
call them strengths. They are what you can do right now.

In this booklet, we have listed a number of common strengths, along with
sayings, slogans and quest questions that fit them.

If you are thinking about how to solve a problem, look through the list for your
best strengths and check out the suggestions.

We use the term player to refer to anyone who might be involved in the
situation or your thinkering about it.
